Furano Omu Curry

A local dish combining curry
and omelet rice. Most of the in-
gredients such as rice, vegeta-
bles, meat and eggs are from
Furano. In addition, Furano
cheese or wine is used, and
Furano Milk is usually served
with the set.

Minamifurano
Fried Deer Curry

Ezo-style deer cutlet curry that
combines fried sika deer meat
and curry. The vegetables are
from Minamifurano, and rice is
from Hokkaido. "Kumasasa
tea" known as healthy tea is
included in the set.

Biei Curry Udon

Udon noodles made from Biei
wheat, along with Biei pork
shabu-shabu and seasonal
local vegetables.

In Kamifurano-cho, a pig-farming
town, the standard menu for yakini-
ku is "pork sagari."

At the Furano Winery, sample some wine and
observe the manufacturing process.

Due to the suitable climate for grape cultivation, the Furano
Vineyard Research Institute was established in 1972, and now
"Furano Wine" has grown into a brand that has won awards in
various national competitions. There is also a "Grape Juice
Factory" located nearby, where you can enjoy fresh grape juice
produced from local grapes.
